Completed in February 2019, this massive project took RainWise contractor Rain Dog Designs just a few months

for construction. The installation comprises of 12 cisterns that can hold 7,220 gallons of water at a time, along with
130 square foot rain garden. In total, this installation manages an estimated 61,000 gallons of storm water before
it enters the storm sewer each year.
